My initial thoughts are that I should accept him as he is, and encourage him to follow Christ, and to seek to be honest with himself as to his motives.  Is he really seeking Christ and open to His conviction and teaching, or is he seeking to justify himself?  I need to ask the same of myself!  Can I fellowship with him?  Can I share the Lord’s Table with him?  Could I rejoice and be encouraged with his baptism?
